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Fire Safety Evacuation Plan
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Do not panic. Try to sty calm.
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To ensure an orderly evacuation, follow the instructions of the faculty or school personnel as
they are familiar with the safety procedures and the layout of the school facilities.
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When indoors, do NOT open any doors suddenly. Make sure doors handles are not hot before
opening.
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When evacuating, secure a low position (Stay close to the floor) while covering your nose and
mouth with a wet cloth.

Evacuate to an emergency exit in the opposite direction of the fire.
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It is dangerous to go to the restroom or any place where the passage-way leads to a dead end.
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Jumping from an elevated spot before making any judgments of the situation is dangerous.
Only jump as a last resort.
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Using the elevator is dangerous. In case of black outs, it can worsen the situation. Use the
stairs when possible.
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In cases of a rooftop evacuation, walk as far as you can AGAINST the wind and wait for help.
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Educate yourself about the evacuation plans and routes.
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
